The Prime Minister as well as the Ambassadors of the four Scandinavian countries will jointly launch the 64th edition of NordBau.
(Neumünster) The 64th edition of NordBau will take place from the 11th to the 15th of September at the Holstenhallen Neumünster. For over six decades, the largest compact construction exhibition in northern Europe has been the exchange platform and contact point for all construction managers and the construction industry in the entire Baltic Sea region!
With its special exhibitions, "Sports facilities for the Future", "Designing Living Spaces + SmartHome" and "Digital Construction Site Part 2", NordBau will again this year be focusing on current developments. In addition, NordBau will for the first time allow visually impaired people to take a guided tour through the exhibition grounds.
Construction project brings people and cultures together. Strengthening the Baltic Sea Region
The launching of the 64th edition of NordBau will be dedicated to the currently largest and most expensive European infrastructure project  - the Fehmarnbelt crossing! The pioneering 18-kilometer-long immersed tunnel does not only connect the northern European countries to the economic area of ​​mainland Europe, but also strengthens the entire Baltic Sea region, creating bridges that will make people around the Baltic Sea to get culturally even closer together. The importance of this unique construction project is also highlighted by the large number of prominent figures who will attend the official opening of the 64th NordBau edition on September 11, 2019: Presenter Michael Grahl may in addition to the Prime Minister of Schleswig-Holstein, Daniel Günther, and the Mayor of the City Neumünster, Dr. Ing. Olaf Tauras, also be welcoming the ambassadors of the four northern countries: Anne Sipiläinen, Her Excellency the Ambassador of Finland; Petter Ølberg, His Excellency the Ambassador of Norway, Per Thöresson, His Excellency the Ambassador of Sweden and Friis Arne Petersen, His Excellency the Ambassador of Denmark. In addition, the NordBau will also be welcoming the CEO of HanseBelt Initiativkreis e.V. who is equally the Honorary Consul of Finland, Bernd Jorkisch, who will give his presentation on: "On to new horizons - we build a region of the future" wherein he will talk to all guests about the progress of the project, as well as its enormous challenges. "The realization of the Fehmarnbelt Crossing will enable a new European future axis between the cities of Hamburg and Copenhagen-Malmö, which will guarantee the North with diverse opportunities for positive economic and social development," says Bernd Jorkisch confidently.
"Sports facilities for the Future": dissolving subsidy congestions, satisfying new sport disciplines
A special exhibition at this year's NordBau will be dealing with the current topic of sports facilities renovation, what the sports facilities of the future should look like and how they must perfom. Two surveys by the state government and the Schleswig-Holstein State Sport Association, Landessportverbandes (LSV) on the need for renovation of sports facilities clearly show that there is a great need for action! In the case of public-owned sports facilities, a need for redevelopment/renovation of at least 50 million Euros was determined, while the short-term need for redevelopment of club's own sports facilities was equally estimated at about 50 million Euros! In the clubs, in addition to club homes, the highest demands are in sports facilities, racing tracks and swimming pools. The state of Schleswig-Holstein and the LSV have therefore agreed to spend the funds of the sports facility’s funding program till 2020, with priority on the repair of the aforementioned areas. The Schleswig-Holstein infrastructure modernization program is expected to generate a total of €62 million for the renovation, as well as the expansion of municipal sports facilities. Dr. Thomas Liebsch-Dörschner, Vice President of the Schleswig-Holstein State Sports Association, explains: "Our 2,537 sports clubs in the country are in dire need of providing their members with intact sports facilities, in order to adequately address their multiple tasks, which go far beyond the pure sports and game business and have a high social significance. From the point of view of LSV, this field of action will be of great importance in the currently ongoing process of sports development planning in the country, which leads to the "Sportland Schleswig-Holstein" future plans. " In Hall 8, a competence center will be established as a point of contact on more than 400 square meters. In cooperation with the Technical University of Lübeck, the State Sports Association, and partners from industry, the exhibition will offer visitors the opportunity to know more about solutions and future-oriented sports facilities. The Technical University has presented more than 30 scientific papers and models and is therefore pioneer and expert for study models for the sports facilities of the future. Interested parties can look forward to 1:1 racing track models, a standing surf wave, a section of a bowling alley and a pump track by HanseGrand: "Where sealing stops, we start! This year, we look forward to being part of the special show "Sports facilities for the future". Together with our customers, we have developed cross-generational and nature-oriented sports possibilities - which we will be happy to present. Our focus is on sophisticated construction techniques using regional products. Our surface coverings are permanently unsealed and resilient," concludes Hans Pape from HanseGrand, on their contribution to this special exhibition. In addition, interested persons will learn more about innovations in racing track construction, the renovation of sports buildings and the optimum illumination of sports fields using LED technology. The special exhibition will be rounded off by two informative events on "sports facilities of the future" and the possibilities of implementation.

Design living spaces and living smartly at home!

Under the motto "Designing living spaces and SmartHome for the home", the 64th edition of NordBau will be presenting another special show in Hall 2. Thanks to modern building control technologies, residents, property owners and housing associations can look forward to numerous attractive perspectives: on the one hand, energy consumption can be significantly improved and the protection against burglary can be successfully organized as a preventative measure. For older people, digitization can mean living longer in their own homes. Already today, there are special sensors in floors and walls that react to pressure and trigger an alarm in an emergency or simply switch on the light by voice command. For the first time, a SmartHome configurator will be presented at the exhibition, which will enable every visitor to easily determine the actual costs needed for the respective desired equipment.

Meeting point for craftsmen and foremen - "digital construction site Part 2"

Another important focus this year is on the advancing digitization of the modern construction site. The level of knowledge regarding digital planning and design varies greatly from one construction and machine managers to the other. For this reason, as of last year, NordBau, in close cooperation with the VDBUM - Construction Industry Association, Environmental and Mechanical engineering (Umwelt- und Maschinentechnik e.V.) – had already placed the focus on the digital construction site and presented it very clearly and comprehensively. The great interest of the visitors in this complex subject area shows how important it is to show the digital workflows and possibilities for the future to all those involved in construction. For this reason, this successful concept will be continued at the 64th edition of NordBau, under the theme "digital construction site Part 2": "An important factor in the comprehensive topic of digitization is that not everything which is possible has to be implemented. In the future, digital work processes will be used as the normality by our companies in operations on the construction site. However, each company will decide for itself which processes are important for its working environment. The theme "Digital Construction Site Part 2" aims at showing that digitization is feasible for every operation, if we break down the entire process into partial requirements, and everyone chooses what their daily work requires," explains Dieter Schnittjer, Managing Director of VDBUM, on the challenges of this special show.
Construction machinery, municipal equipment and commercial vehicles

On an outdoor area of 69,000 square meters, the industry's best-known brand manufacturers will present their latest machines and developments. Thanks to the high-quality products, work can be done in a even more flexible energy-saving manner in the future. When purchasing new machines, many construction managers would rely on the ease of use, occupational safety and high maintenance and service provided by manufacturers and dealers. On the outdoor area, visitors will be able to experience numerous construction machines in full action or even try out the construction equipment simulators themselves. For the first time, the exhibition will be organizing a trade fair visit for blind people! The trade fair management got a direct impulse for this action from a visually impaired person and was it was readily adopted not only by NordBau, but also by its exhibiting partners. This visit would be an incentive for people with disabilities to highlight their special qualities such as sensitivity or other, more pronounced senses. At the south entrance, commercial vehicles with large and small transporters for construction and crafts will be presented. In recent years, this area has increasingly become a meeting place for construction companies and craftsmen. Load securing, workshop vehicle equipment and modern mounted cranes are just some of the highlights of this presentation.

Figures, dates and facts

Last year, NordBau once again impressively demonstrated its position as the most important construction fair in Northern Germany and the entire Baltic Sea region, on an area of more than 69,000 square meters of open space and over 20,000 square meters of hall space. More than 800 exhibitors from 14 countries inform approximately 64,000 visitors each year about new trends in the construction industry. More than 4,000 conference participants attend the 50 symposia! The Construction Trade Association has, at the suggestion and in coordination with the head of the road maintenance department, developed guidelines for new workplace directives, ASR A5.2, and will be presenting them this year in a seminar at the exhibition. The reason for this is the new regulation, which will come into force in January and will raise questions from master craftsmen and executing companies concerning the implementation of the directive. Since 1956, exhibitors have, via the NordBau, been able to reach numerous trade visitors who attend this exhibition for professional reasons, as well as end customers (public and private builders). Thus, NordBau has a high degree of acceptance and attraction for all those interested in construction, as well as those working in the construction industry. In addition, for over 40 years now, NordBau has been cooperating with its partner country Denmark, who sees the trade fair as the basis for the German and European market!
